INTRODUCTION

Anadolu’nun binlerce yillik tarihsel ve kiiltiirel mirasini barindiran Tiirkiye
miizelerini, diinyadaki olumlu gelismelerle es diizeye getirmek amaciyla
Bakanhgimiz tarafindan son yillarda 6nemli calismalar gerceklestirilmistir.
Ulkemizde miize sayisini artirmak ve mevcut miizelerimizi cagdag miizecilik
anlayisi dogrultusunda yenilemek amaciyla yiriitiilen calismalar cercevesinde;
13 yeni miize agilmis, 42 miizemiz yenilenmis olup 29 miizemizin yenilenmesine
devam edilmektedir. 27 yeni miizemizin ise uygulama ve proje ¢alismalan
surddrilmektedir.

Gergeklestirilen tiim miize projelerinde gdrsellik, bilimsel icerikli bilgilendirme,
teknolojik olanaklan da kullanarak ziyaretgi algilarina hitap etme en 6nem
verdigimiz konularn basinda gelmektedir. Miizelerimizde artik teknolojinin biitiin
imkanlanindan faydalaniimakta, dijital sunum teknikleriyle hem ziyaretgiler
interaktif olarak bilgilendiriimekte hem de kiiltiirel mirasin farkindaligi saglanmaya
calisiimaktadir. Bu baglamda, Tiirkiye'de ilk kez bircok miizemizde tanitim ve
bilgilendirme amacli olarak interaktif sunum, sanal canlandirma ve hologram gibi
dijital teknolojiler kullaniimistir.

Ulkemizde yer alan mevcut miizelerimizi cagdas miizecilik anlayisi dogrultusunda
yenileyerek ve yeni miizeler acarak, miizeciligimizin diinya standartlanina
ulasmasini saglamak ana hedef imizdir.

In the recent years, Ministry of Culture and Tourism has realized significant projects

to optimize Turkey’s museums housing thousands of years of historical and cultural
heritage. Within the framework of the studies carried out to increase the number of
museums in our country, and to renew our museums in accordance with the present
understanding of contemporary museum; 13 new museums opened its doors, 42
museums went through renovation, 29 museums are still under renovation. The project
and application management processes are still on-going for 27 museums.

In all of our museum projects, we prioritise appealing to the perception of the visitors
by utilising visuals with scientific and technological content delivery technigues.
Nowadays it is possible to take full advantage of technology and by digital presentation
techniques visitors are both informed and contacted interactively. For the first time,
digital technologies such as virtual representation and holograms have been utilized for
introductory and educational purposes in national museums.

It is our main goal to renovate existing museums and build new museums with
contemporary and world-class museology standards.

OSMAN HAMDI BEY (1842 - 1910)

TURKIYE’NiN MUZELERI

Ulkemnizde ilk miize 1846 yilinda Tophane-i Amire Miisiti Fethi Ahmet Pasa
tarafindan istanbul’da harbiye amban olarak kullanilan Aya irini Kilisesi'nde
kurulmustur. 1869 yilinda miizeye Miize-i Himayun (imparatorluk Miizesi) adi
verilerek, midiirliigiine Mekteb-i Sultani 6gretmenlerinden Mr. Edward Goold
getirilmistir. imparatorlugun dogrudan eski eserle ilgili ilk diizenlemesi olan Asar-1
Atika Nizamnamesi (Eski Eserler Kanunu) 1869 yilinda ¢ikanlmistir. Nizamname,
Osmanli topraklannda eski eser aramak isteyenlerin Maarif Nezareti’nden izin
almasi kosulunu getirmis, eski eserlerin yurt disina cikarilamayacagini, ancak

yurt icinde satilabilecegini hiikme baglamistir. 1872 yilinda Miize-i Himayun
mudirligiine Alman Dr. Philipp Anton Dethier atanmis, Dethier zamaninda

Ava irini Kilisesi'nde bulunan eserler Cinili Késk’e tasinmustir. 1874 yilinda ikinci
Asar-1 Atika Nizamnamesi yiiriirliige girmistir. 1881yilinda Osman Hamdi Bey'in
miize miidurliigiine getiriimesiyle birlikte Tiirk mizeciliginde yeni bir ddnem
baslamistir. 1884 yilinda Osman Hamdi Bey'in gayretleri ile cikanlan yeni Asar-i
Atika Nizamnamesi ile eski eserlerin yurt disina ¢ikanimasi yasaklanmistir. Osman
Hamdi Bey, Cinili Késk’tin bahgesine istanbul Arkeoloji Miizesi'ni yaptirmis,

onun déneminde, Konya (1902) ve Bursa (1904) miizeleri kurulmustur. Osmanli
cografyasinda ilk bilimsel kazilara 6ncdiliik eden ve ¢agdas miizecilik anlayisinin

sekillenmesinde dnemli rol oynayan Osman Hamdi Bey'in, 1910 yilinda élimiinden
sonra kardesi Halil Edhem Bey miidiir olmustur. Halil Edhem Bey, 6zellikle Anadolu
miizelerinin gelismesine katkida bulunmus, Tiirk islam Eserleri (1914) ve istanbul
Sark Eserleri Miizesi (1925) onun zamaninda kurulmustur.

Atatiirk, Kurtulug Savasi’'ndan itibaren miizelere bilyiik ilgi gdstermis, birgok
miizenin kurulmasini bizzat saglamis, gercek anlamda Tuirk miizeciliginin
temellerini atmistir. Cumhuriyet'in ilk yillaninda Anadolu’nun birgok ilinde yeni
miizeler agilmis ve mevcutlannin yeniden diizenlenmesiyle miizelerin tilke capinda
yayginlasmasi saglanmistir. Yeni acilan miizeler disinda, tilkemizdeki 6nemli
mimari eserler miizeye ¢evrilmistir. Cumhuriyet D6nemi’nin ilk muze binasi olan
Ankara Etnografya Muzesi 1930 yilinda ziyarete agiimistir. 1960’ yillardan itibaren
yeni miize binalarnnin yapimina baslanmistir. 1970'li ve 80'li yillarda gosterilen
ozverili calismalar sonucu miize sayisi ve gesitliligi artis géstermistir. 1983 yilinda
ylriirlige giren 2863 sayili yasa ile 6zel miizelerin kurulmasina olanak saglanmustir.

Glinimiizde aralarnnda Avrupa'da yilin miizesi 6dilini de kazanmis, 188'i
Bakanhgimiza bagli, 182'si Bakanligimiz denetiminde 6zel miize olmak lizere
toplam 370 miize bulunmaktadir. Bunun yaninda Bakanligimiza bagli, diizenlenmig
131 6ren yeri vardir. Sayilan giin gectikce artan miizelerimiz, artik sadece eserlerin
sergilendigi, depolandigi soguk mekanlar olmaktan ¢ikmis, halkin egitimi icin

ulusal ve uluslararasi konferanslarin, seminerlerin diizenlendigi, cesitli sosyal ve
kalturel faaliyetlerin gerceklestirildigi, sergilerin acildigi; bilimsel yayinlann yapildigi,
tlkemizin tanitimina katkida bulunan egitim ve kiiltiir kurumlan haline gelmistir.

Ozellikle son 10 yilda kazanilan ivme ile aralarinda diinyanin en bilyilk mozaik
miizesi olan Gaziantep Zeugma Mozaik Miizesi, Kirgsehir Kaman Kalehdyiik
Arkeoloji Miizesi, Eskisehir Eti Arkeoloji Miizesi, Aydin Miizesi, Tokat Arkeoloji ve
Etnografya Mizesi gibi yeni muzeler acilmis, 50'yi agkin miize cagdas miizecilik
anlayisina gore yenilenmistir.



MUSEUMS OF TURKEY

The first museum in Turkey was founded in 1846 by Tophane-i Amire Marshall Fethi
Ahmet Pasha at Hagia Irene, which was previously used as a military depot in Istanbul.
The museum was later renamed to Miize-i Himayun (Empire Museum) and Mr. Edward
Goold, who had been teaching at Mekteb-i Sultani was assigned as the director of the
museum. Asar-1 Atika Nizamnamesi, the first tangible legislation in regards to ancient
artifacts was passed in 1869. The legislation required all parties to apply for permission
from the Ministry of Education for ancient artifact excavations on Ottoman soil, and
banned overseas sales and relocations while permitting local sales. In 1872, Dr. Philipp
Anton Dethier (German origin) was assigned as the director of Miize-i Himayun. During
his directorate, artifacts from the Hagia Irene were moved to Tiled Kiosk Museum.

In 1874, the second legislation was passed. A new age for Turkish museology began
after Osman Hamdi Bey was assigned as the museum director. He was pivotal in the
preparation of the new legislation for ancient artifacts, which forbade all transactions
and relocations to overseas. Istanbul Archaeology Museum, Konya Museum (1902) and
Bursa Museum (1904) were also built during his directorate. He also played a crucial

role in the first scientific excavations in Ottoman territory as well as the formation of
modern museology standards. Following his passing away, his brother Halil Edhem

Bey took up on the role of director. Halil Edhem Bey was particularly focused on the
development of museums in Anatolia. Istanbul Museum of Turkish and Islam Arts
(1914) and Ancient Orient Museum (1925) were also completed in his period.

Since the War of Independence, Atatiirk paid a great deal of attention to museums
and personally contributed to the foundation of several museums and in real terms
laid the foundations of museology in Turkey. During the early years of the Republic,
numerous museums were made accessible through development and restoration
operations on a national scale. Apart from founding of new museums, several key
architectural buildings were converted to museums. Ankara Ethnographic Museum,
the first museum of the Republic, was open to visitors in 1930. During 1960s, several
museums were built from ground up. Due to the careful and meticulous works during
1970s and 80s, there was an influx in the number and versatility of museums. The 1983
bill (Number 2863) allowed private museums to be built.

Today, there are a total number of 370 museums, 188 of which are affiliated to our
Ministry and 182 of which are private museums that are inspected by our Ministry
including the Council of Europe Museum Prize winner museums. In addition to these,
there are 131 ruins that are affiliated to our Ministry. The museums that grow in
number day by day are no longer alienating and cold spaces, but are structures that
host conferences, seminars, social and cultural events, exhibitions, publications for the
education and advancement of the public.

The momentum that has been generated in the past decade has allowed us to restore
over 50 museums and construct several new ones including Gaziantep Zeugma Mosaic
Museum the world’s biggest mosaic museum, Kirsehir Kaman Kalehéyiik Archaeology
Museum, Eskisehir Eti Archaeology Museum, Aydin Museum, Tokat Archaeology and
Ethnography Museum.
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ANTALYA ALANYA MUZESI

ANTALYA ALANYA MUSEUM

Alanya Miizesi, arkeolojik ve etnografik eserlerin korunmasi ve sergilenmesine
yonelik olarak 1967 yilinda iki seksiyon halinde ziyarete acilmustir.

Zaman iginde yenileme ihtiyaci gériilen miizenin sergilemesinde kronolojik ve
tematik sergileme birlikte distiniilmustir. Neolitik Cag'dan Osmanli Dénemi’ne
kadar olan eserler kronolojik olarak sergilenmektedir. Laertes antik kentinde
bulunmus, M.0. 625 yilina tarihlenen Fenike dilindeki yazit, bélgenin en erken
yazili eseri olup Roma Dénemi'ne tarihlenen tunctan dokiim teknigi ile yapilmis
Herakles Heykeli miizenin simgesi durumundadir. Bélgenin 6lii ggmme adetleri
konusunda bilgiler veren ostotekler ile Alanya Kalesi buluntulan daha cok Anadolu
Selcuklu D&nemi’ni yansitmaktadir. Karamanlica yazitlar da diger eserler arasinda
yer almaktadir.

Miize, bahce icinde, birbirinden bagimsiz vaziyette insa edilmis cok amagh salon,
WC-kafeterya, sergi-idari ve depo olmak tizere 4 birimden olusmaktadir. Toplam
kullanim alani 4.200 m2 olup miizenin 550 m?'si kapali sergi salonudur. Ayrica,
kiitiiphane, cocuk etkinlik salonu, gtivenlik ve lojman yer almaktadir.

20M yilinda onarima alinan miize, cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak
yenilenmis olup 18 Mayis 2013 tarihinde yeniden ziyarete acilmistir.

Alanya Museum was opened to visit with the aim to protect and exhibit archaeological
and ethnographic artifacts (in two sections) in 1967.

Restoration operations were eventually deemed necessary and were based on
chronological and thematic presentation methods.

Artifacts from Neolithic Age to Ottoman Period are displayed in a chronological order
including Phoenician inscriptions originating from the antique city of Laertes (B.C. 625)
and the bronze casted Heracles statue from the Roman Period, whose symbolic value
has become interchangeable with the museum. The burial traditions of the region are
revealed via the Ostoteks, and the Alanya Castle artifacts shed light on the Seljuk Period
of Anatolia. Inscriptions in Karamanl Turkish are also exhibited.

The museum buildings are built independently from one another and include a multi-
purpose conference hall, WC, a café, exhibition halls, administrative offices and storage
rooms separated into 4 units. The total usable area is 4.200 m2, 550 m? of which is an
indoor exhibition hall. The complex also includes a library, activity hall for pre-teens,
security desk and lodgings.

The museum, which was taken under restoration with contemporary museology
standards in 2011, was opened to the visitors on 18th October, 2012.
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BURDUR ARKEOLOJi MUZESI

BURDUR ARCHAEOLOGY MUSEUM

Pirgulzade Medresesi'nin ayakta kalan tek yapisi olan kiitiiphane binasinda
hizmet veren miizede; agirlikli olarak Sagalassos antik kentine ait eserlerin yani
sira Kibyra, Kremna, Hacilar, Kurugay, Hoyiicek vb. kazilarda aciga cikarlan eserler,
cagdas miizecilik anlayisina gore yeniden diizenlenen salonlarda kronolojik olarak
sergilenmektedir. Miizede interaktif uygulamalar kapsaminda; Kibyra antik sehri
sanal gezisi, cdmlek ve heykel yapimi canlandirmalarina yer verilmistir.

Mizenin parsel alani, 1.560 m2, zemin oturum alani 2.435 m2'dir. Bodrum, zemin ve

1. kattan olusan miizenin kapali teshir alani 1.275 m2, acik teshir alani ise 500 m2'dir.

Dogalgaz doniisiim, aydinlatma, onanm ve interaktif uygulama calismalan
tamamlanan miize, 15 Ocak 2011 tarihinde yeniden ziyarete acilmustir.

In addition to items originating from the ancient city of Sagalassos, various artifacts
from Kibyra, Kremna, Hacilar, Kurucay, Hoytlicek excavations are chronologically
exhibited in halls, which once served as Pirgulzade Madrasah’s library. The venue itself
has been reorganized with contemporary museology standards. In terms of interactive
applications, visitors have access to a virtual tour of the antique city of Kibyra as well as
pottery and statue crafting animations.

Its parcel area is 1.560 m? and floor area is 2.435 m2. The museum, which is made up of
base, ground and first floor includes an indoor exhibition area of 1.275 m? and outdoor

exhibition area of 500 m2.

Conversion of natural gas, lighting, restoration and interactive application works were
completed and museum was made ready for reopening on 15th, January 2011.

CORUM BOGAZKOY MUSEUM

Corum ili, Bogazkale ilgesinde yer alan miizenin teshir salonlarinda tematik ve
kronolojik sergileme yapilmistir. Zemin katta Kalkolitik, Asur Ticaret Kolonileri
Cag), Hitit, Frig, Roma ve Gec Roma Dénemi eserleti sergilenmektedir. Ust

katta ise, Hititler'in dini ve askeri yapisi, yazi sistemi, kazilardan gikan eserler

ile yansitilmaktadir. Ayrica Bogazkdy 6ren yeri ve Biiyiik Tapinak maketleri
sergilenmektedir. Miize bahgesinde ise Hitit D6nemi'ne ait tas eserler ile Roma ve
Ge¢ Roma dénemlerine ait mezar stelleri ve mil taslan sergilenmektedir.

Bogazkéy Miizesi’'nin zemin oturum alani 775 m2, toplam ingaat alani ise 1.500
m2'dir. Bodrum, zemin ve birinci kattan olusan miizede; 700 mZ sergi alani
bulunmaktadir. Ayni zamanda agik teshir alani olan miize bahgesi 2.160 m?2’lik
alana sahiptir.

Yapimi, teshir-tanzimi ve cevre diizenlemesi tamamlanan miize, 26 Kasim 201
tarihinde ziyarete agiimistir.

The artifacts are displayed thematically and chronologically in exhibition areas of the
museum which is located in Bogazkale district of Corum. The artifacts that belong

to Chalcolithic and Assyrian Trade Colonies Period, Hittite, Frig, Roman and Late
Roman Periods are exhibited in the ground floor of museum. In the first floor one

can see depictions of religious and military life, text system of Hittites in addition to
artifacts found in excavations. Also the models of Bogazkdy ruins and Great Temple are
displayed. There are stone artifacts of Hittite Period and grave stelas and milestones
belong to Roman and Late Roman Periods in the museum garden.

Its floor area is 775 m2 with a total construction area of 1.500 m2, The museum is made
up of base, ground and first floor and covers an exhibition area of 700 m2 with a storage
area of 240 m2. Museum garden also acts as an outdoor exhibition area and is 2.160 m?
large.

On completing building, organization-exhibition and landscaping works, it was reopened
to visit on 26th, November 2011.

CORUM APPLICATION TRAINING CENTRE AND MUSEUM

19. yiizyil tipik mimari 6zelliginde olan Corum Miizesi binas, ilk olarak 1914 yilinda
hastane olarak yapilmis, sonra Ziraat Mektebi, Sthhat Mektebi, Sanat Mektebi,
Ticaret Lisesi, Makine Yiiksek Okulu ve Atatiirk Lisesi olarak kullaniimistir. 1988
yilinda gegirdigi yangin sonucu hasar gdren bina, 1989'da onanm ¢alismalarina
baslanarak, 2003 yilinda yeni Corum Miizesi olarak ziyarete agilmistir.

Miizenin zemin oturum alani 900 m2, toplam kapali ingaat alani 3.000 m? ve arsa
alani ise 10.000 m2'dir. ikisi asma kat olmak iizere 4 katli diizenlenen Arkeoloji
Salonu’nda kronolojik sergileme yapilmaktadir. Miizenin Arkeoloji Salonu’nda,
Alacahdyiik ve Kugsaray kazilarinda bulunmus Kalkolitik Cag eserleri, Erken Tung

Cagi Alacahdyiik ve Resuloglu kazi buluntulan sergilenmektedir. Ayrica Hitit krali Il.
Tuthaliya'ya ait tinik bronz kilig, UNESCO tarafindan Diinya Bellegi Listesi'ne alinan
Hitit Donemi’ne ait civi yazili tabletler, Bogazkdy-Hattusa ve Ortakdy-Sapinuva
kazilarinda bulunan bullalar ile civi yazil tabletler sergilenmektedir. Pazarli, Bogazkoy-
Hattusa ve Alacahéyiik'te bulunmus Frig Dénemi eserlerini Helenistik, Galat, Roma ve
Dogu Roma Dénemi seramik, cam ve madeni eserlerin teshiri takip etmektedir.

Miize bahgesinde ise mezar taslar, mil taslan, siitun ve biiyiik boy erzak kiipleri
sergilenmektedir. 2011 yilida Bakanligimiz tarafindan, Corum Valiligi'nin katkilaryla
miizenin bir bolimiiniin teshir-tanzimi yenilenmis ve uygulama egitim merkezi
yapiimistir. Bu kapsamda miizede Alacahdyiik mezar 6l ggmme téreni sanal olarak
canlandinlmistir. Bogazkdy-Hattusa, Alacahdyiik, Ortakéy-Sapinuva, Yorikli-
Hiiseyindede'de bulunan kabartmali vazolar hakkinda ziyaretcilere interaktif olarak
bilgi verilmektedir. Ayrica Hitit mimarisi sergi alaninda Hitit arabasi ile Hitit baskenti
Hattusa dren yeri sanal olarak gezilebilmektedir. Uygulama Egitim Merkezi’nde
Ankara Universitesi'nin katkilanyla cocuk egitim atélyeleri, cocuklara yénelik sergi
salonu, drama odas, Hitit evi, kiz-erkek 6grenciler icin 10’ar kisilik yatakhane gibi
mekanlar olusturulmustur.

Ulkemiz miizeleri icinde ilk kez Corumm’da hayata gegirilen miizenin Uygulama Egitim
Merkezi, interaktif uygulamalar ve teshir-tanzim calismalannin tamamlanmasindan
sonra 26 Kasim 2011 tarihinde ziyarete acilmistir.

The museum building shares the commonalities of 19th century architecture and was
initially built as a hospital but ended being utilized as a school under various names:
Faculty of Agriculture, Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Arts, Trade School, Collage of
Machinery Education and Atatiirk High School. The building was damaged during a fire
incident in 1988, and was immediately granted restoration status in 1989. The museum
was re-opened to visitors as New Corum Museum in 2003.

The base area of the museum is 900 m? with an indoor area of 3.000 m? and a total area
of 10.000 m?. The archaeological exhibition hall spans 4 floors where Chalcolithic, Bronze
Age artifacts from Alacahdyiik and Kugsaray excavations are exhibited chronologically.
The museum includes a unique bronze sword that belongs to Hittite king Tuthaliya

II; cuneiform tablets of Hittite Period which were added to World Heritage List by
UNESCO; bullalar and cuneiform tablet discovered in Ortakdy-Sapinuva excavations. The
artifacts from the Phrygian Period found in Pazarli, Bogazkéy-Hattusa and Alacahdyiik
are followed by the exhibition of ceramic, glass and mine works belong to Hellenistic,
Galatian, Roman and Eastern Roman Periods.

The museum'’s garden holds tombstones, milestones, pillars and large provision cubes.
The exhibition-organization works of a section in the museum have been completed with
the support of Corum’s governorship. A virtual animation of Alacahéyiik burial rituals can
also be found within. There is also an interactive application for visitors to gain knowledge
about embossed vases found in Bogazkdy-Hattusa, Alacahdyiik, Ortakdy-Sapinuva and
Yérukli-Hiseyindede.The Application Training Centre includes workshops, exhibition
halls, a performance room, Hittite room, dormitories for children, courtesy of Ankara
University.

The application training centre (which was first introduced in Corum on a national scale),
exhibition-organization and interactive works were completed and the museum was
reopened to visitors 26th, November 2011.
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EDIRNE TURK ISLAM ESERLERiI MUZESI

EDIRNE MUSEUM OF TURKISH ISLAMIC ARTS

Edirne Tiirk islam Eserleri Miizesi, Selimiye Camii dis avlusunda yer alan Dar'iil
Hadis Medresesi’'nde hizmet vermektedir. Medrese, 1569-1575 yillarinda, Selimiye
Kalliyesi’'nin insasi esnasinda Padisah II. Selim tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a insa
ettirilmistir.

1.244 m2 alana sahip Dar'iil Hadis Medresesi'nin orta avlusunda islami Dénem’e

ait mezar taglan, 15 odadan olusan teshir salonlarinda ise pehlivan esyalari, tekke
esyalari, 6lctim aletleri, silahlar, Osmanli gini ve seramikleri, saraydan kalan mutfak
esyalar, ahsap esyalar ile isleme ve levha triinler sergilenmektedir. Ayrica Kirkpinar
ve Mimar Sinan-Selimiye konulu interaktif canlandirmalara yer verilmistir.

Cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak yeniden onanm, teshir-tanzim ve gevre
diizenlemesi yapilan miize, 18 Mayis 2012 tarihinde yeniden ziyarete agilmistir.

Edirne Museum of Turkish Islamic Arts serves in Dar’til Hadis Madrasah located in
the outer courtyard of Selimiye Mosque. During the construction of Selimiye Mosque
between 1569 and 1575, Sultan Selim Il ordered Sinan the Architect to build this
madrasah.

Dar’il Hadis Madrasah has an area of 1.244 m? and there are gravestones of Islamic
Period in the atrium while wrestlers’ goods, dervish lodges’ goods, measuring
instruments, weapons, Ottoman tiles and ceramics, court kitchen tools, woodenware,
embroiders and panels are exhibited in display halls that consist of 15 rooms. The
museum also includes interactive digital animations about Kirkpinar, Sinan the
Architect and the Selimiye Complex.

The museum has been restored according to contemporary museology standards and
was reopened to visit on 18th, May 2012.

ISTANBUL GALATA MEVLEVI LODGE

Mevlevihane Sultan Il. Bayezid zamaninda, 1491 yilinda insa edilmistir. Sultan Il
Mustafa zamaninda, 1766 yilinda yangin gecirmis, ayni sultan zamaninda bugtin
halen ayakta olan Mevlevihane yaptinimistir.

istanbul’'un en eski Mevlevihanesi olup semahane, dervis hiicreleri, seyh dairesi,
hiinkar mahfeli, bacilar kism, kiitiiphane, sebil, muvakkithane, mutfak, tiirbeler ve
hazireden olusmaktadir.

Galata Mevlevihanesi mezarlik hazireleri dahil 8.600 m2, miize ve ek yapilan ile
kullanim alani 6.800 m2'dir. Semahane (miize béliimii) 1100 m2'lik zemin oturum
alanina sahip olup kapali sergileme alani 5.700 m2'dir.

2005-2009 yillaninda Vakiflar Genel Mudiirligli’'niin denetiminde semahane
binasinin restorasyonu gerceklestirilmistir.

Bakanligimiz tarafindan, istanbul 2010 Avrupa Kiiltiir Baskenti Ajansi'nin
katkilanyla 2008 yilinda Halet Said Efendi Tiirbesi ve Seyh Galip Tiirbeleri restore
edilmistir.

2010-2011 yillaninda ¢agdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak teshir-tanzim ve
cevre diizenleme calismalan tamamlanan Mevlevihane, 21 Kasim 2011 tarihinde
ziyarete agilmistir.

The Mevlevi Lodge was built during the reign of Sultan Bayezid Il in 1491. It was on fire
during the period of Sultan Mustafa Ill who had the current lodge rebuilt.

It is the oldest Mevlevi lodge of Istanbul and made up of semahane (whirling ceremony
hall), dervish cells, sheikh’s room, mahfel of Sultan, bacilar room, library, fountain,
muvakkithane (time keeping room), kitchen, tombs and cemetery.

Galata Mevlevi Lodge’s total area is 6.800 m? including its cemetery, and affiliated

buildings. Semahane covers an area of 1.100 m2 and the indoor exhibition area is 5.700 m2,

Semahane building was restored under the supervision of General Directorate of
Endowments between the years of 2005 and 20089.

Halet Said Efendi and Seyh Galip tombs were restored with the support of Istanbul 2010
European Capital of Culture Agency by Ministry of Culture in 2008.

The Mevlevi Lodge completed its organization-exhibition and landscaping works in
accordance with contemporary museology concepts between 2010 and 2011, and was
opened to visit on 21st, November 2011.

SILAH SEKSIYONU

ISTANBUL, TOPKAPI PALACE MUSEUM ARMS COLLECTION

Topkapi Sarayl Miizesi biinyesinde bulunan Dig Hazine Binasi'nin onarimina

2008 yilinda baslanmis ve 2010 yilinda Silah Seksiyonu olarak teshir-tanzimi
projelendirilmistir. Silah Seksiyonu'nda Fatih Sultan Mehmet Dénemi’'nden itibaren
savaslarda kullanilan silah vb. eserler toplam 350 m?'lik alanda sergilenmektedir.

Eserlerin sergilenmesinin yani sira, ddnemin silah yapim tekniklerini ve askerleri
anlatan animasyon filmlere yer verilmistir. Donemin askerlerini betimleyen
minyatdrler, yenigeri, sipahi ve levend kostiimleri hologram teknigiyle
gosterilmektedir. Ayrica Osmanl Ddnemi’'nde yapilmis olan yedi 6nemli savas,
ekranlarda 11kl haritalarla anlatilmaktadir.

Teshir-tanzim ¢alismalan tamamlanan Silah Seksiyonu, 28 Agustos 2011 tarihinde
Sayin Bagbakanimiz R. Tayyip Erdogan tarafindan yeniden ziyarete agiimistir.

The restoration works for Outer Treasury Building had already begun within Topkapi
Palace Museum in 2008 and its design project for organization-exhibition under the title
of Arms Collection was prepared in 2010. In this section, arms used in the battles as of
Mehmed the Conqueror Period are exhibited in an area of 350 m2in total.

In addition to the exhibition, there are animation movies depicting techniques for
crafting arms and military life. Using hologram technique, miniatures convey the
soldiers of that age, and costumes of Janissary, Ottoman Cavalryman and Navy Soldier
are also displayed. Besides, seven important battles in Ottoman Period are narrated
through lighted maps.

Arms Collection was reopened to visit following organization-exhibition works by our
esteemed Prime Minister R. Tayyip Erdogan on 28th, August 2011.

KAHRAMANMARAS MUSEUM

Kahramanmaras kent merkezinde yer alan miizede arkeolojik ve etnografik

eserler sergilenmektedir. Neolitik Cag'dan Dogu Roma Dénemi sonuna kadar olan
eserlerin sergilendigi arkeoloji salonlarinda; Antik Fil Salonu, Direkli Magarasi,
Domuztepe, Mozaik, Geg Hitit ve Roma Dénemi Tas Eserler Salonu yer almaktadr.
Etnografya Salonu’nda ise Kahramanmaras yéresinden derlenmis etnografik eserler
sergilenmektedir. Cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak yenilenmis miizede;
cocuk aktivite salonu, toplanti salonu, depo ve idari béliim bulunmaktadir.

Miizenin parsel alani 4.500 m2, miize binasinin oturum alani 1.300 m2 olup
sergileme alani toplam 840 m? ve toplam insaat alani 2.500 m2'dir.

Miizenin en ilgi cekici mekanlanindan biri; Antik Fil Sergi Salonu olup Gavur Goli
batakligindan gikanlmis olan iki adet fil iskeleti burada sergilenmektedir. Antik
fillerden biri tilkemizde ilk defa 6zel bir konstriiksiyonla ayaga kaldinimis, diger fil
ise bulundugu sekliyle sergilenmistir. Ayrica bu salonda gérsel ve ses efekleriyle
antik fil dogal ortaminda canlandinlmistir. Yine Direkli Magarasi Salonu’nda;
Direkli Magarasi ve kazi alani bire bir diizenlenmis; ses ve goriintii efektleriye
desteklenmistir.

Cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak onanm, teshir-tanzim ve cevre
diizenleme calismalan tamamlanan miize, Sayin Basbakanimiz R. Tayyip Erdogan
tarafindan toplu acilis kapsaminda 4 Mayis 2012 tarihinde ziyarete agiimistir.

Archaeological and ethnographic artifacts are displayed in the museum situated in the
center of Kahramanmaras. Mammoth Exhibition Hall, Direkli Cave, Domuztepe, mosaic,
stone work hall of Late Hittite and Roman Period exist in archaeology hall where artifacts
belong to the period between Neolithic and Eastern Roman Period. In the ethnography hall,
items collected from Kahramanmaras region are exhibited. The museum, which has been
restored with contemporary museology standards, includes activity hall for the children, a
conference room, store and administrative offices.

The parcel area of the museum is 4.500 m? with a floor area of 1.300 m2. The exhibition
area approximates to 840 m2 with a total construction area of 2.500 m2.

Perhaps, the most intriguing section of the museum is the Mammoth Exhibition Hall
where the skeletons of two mammoths (that were dug up in Gavur Golii Swamp) are
exhibited. One of the mammoth skeletons was appropriated with a special construction
technigue, and the second one is exhibited as it is. Audio-visual effects also give the hall a
realistic and authentic appeal. A similar approach has also been taken for Direkli Cave Hall.

The museum completed its organization-exhibition and landscaping works in accordance
with contemporary museology concepts, and was opened to visit by our esteemed Prime
Minister R. Tayyip Erdogan on 4th, May 2012.

KONYA MEVLANA MUSEUM DERVISH CELLS SECTION

Mevlana Mizesi'nin bati ve kuzey yoniinde yer alan “Dervis Hiicreleri” 1584'te
Sultan Ill. Murad tarafindan yaptinlmistir. Dervis Hiicreleri, Mevlevilikte 1001 giin sii-
ren ve cile adi verilen manevi terbiyeyi tamamlayarak Dede unvani alanlara tahsis
edilen odalardir. Huicrelerin bir kismi Celebi, Postnisin ve Sertarik Dede tarafindan
kullanilrmis yonetim odalandir. Dervig Hiicreleri'nin zemin oturum alani 550 m2,
kapali teshir alani ise 350 m2'dir.

Zamanla bazi degisikliklere ugrayan Dervis Hiicreleri’nin 2009-2010 yillarinda
Bakanligimiz tarafindan restorasyonu yaptinimistir.

Teshir-tanzim projesi kapsaminda 16. yiizyildaki orijinal hallerine doniistiiriilerek
tim hiicreler islevlendirilmis; o doneme ait ceraglar, mesneviler, el yazmalan,
kiyafetler, buhurdanliklar, nefirler, teberler, mihiirler, zikir tesbihleri, sancak vb.
eserler sergilenmistir.

interaktif uygulamalar kapsaminda, Cerag Uyandirma Hologram Sistemi, Dijital
Kitap Uygulamasi ve Dijital Karsilayici uygulamalarina yer verilmistir.

Teshir-tanzim ¢alismalar tamamlanan Dervis Hiicreleri, 17 Aralik 2011 tarihinde
Seb-i Ardis Térenleri’nde yeniden ziyarete agilmistir.

“Dervish Cells” situated in the western and northern sides of Mevlana Museum

were built by Sultan Murad Il in 1584. These are rooms allocated to those who have
completed a 1001 day moral and spiritual training as a result of which the title of “Dede”
in the Mevlevi order would be granted. Some of them were occupied for administrating
the lodge by leading figures of the order such as Celebi, Postnisin and Sertarik Dede.

Dervish Cells covers a floor area of 550 mZ with an indoor exhibition area of 350 m2.

Dervish Cells were subject to change in time and were restored by Ministry of Culture
between 2009 and 2010.

Following the completion of organization-exhibition works, they were restored to their
original state where such items like candles, manuscripts of the order, clothes, incense
burners, seals, salpinxes, and halberds are displayed.

Hologram System of Lighting the Candle, Digital Book Application and Digital
Welcoming Applications exist interactively in the museum.

Following completion of organization-exhibition works it was made ready for reopening
in the Seb-i Arlis Ceremonies on 17th, December 2071.
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MUGLA MARMARIS KALESI VE ARKEOLOJi MUZESI

MUGLA MARMARIS FORT AND ARCHAEQOLOGY MUSEUM

Korunmasi gerekli kiiltiir varligi olarak tescil edilen Marmaris Kalesi, 1979 yilinda
Bakanligimiz tarafindan kamulastinimistir. Kale’nin 1990 yilinda restorasyonu
tamamlanarak 18 Mayis 1991 tarihinde ziyarete acilmistir. O tarihten bugiine ayni
mekanda hizmet veren miizede, zamanla ¢agdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun
olarak yenileme ihtiyaci duyulmus ve Bakanhgimiz tarafindan 2011 yilinda projeleri
hazirlanmistir.

Miize olarak kullanilan kalenin zemin oturum alani 1.350 m2, agik teshir alani 250
m?2, kapali teshir alani ise 210 m2'dir.

Miize'de; Knidos Salonu, Emecik-Burgaz Salonu, Marmaris ve Cevresi Salonu ile Tag
Eserler Salonu olmak tizere toplam dort salonda, Kalkolitik Dénem-Geg Osmanli
eserleri sergilenmektedir. Miize bahcesinde Helenistik, Roma, Dogu Roma ve

Gec Osmanli Ddnemi’ne ait tas eserler ile pismis toprak kiipler sergilenmektedir.
Bahcede yer alan kemerli mekanda ise Marmaris ve cevresinde bulunmus amforalar,
batik seklinde diizenlenmis ahsap tekne iginde sergilenmektedir. Diger mekanlar
sanat galerisi, idari béliim ve depo olarak islevlendirilmistir.

2012 yilinda onanm ve teshir-tanzim calismalarina baslanan miize, 27 Eylil 2013
tarihinde yeniden ziyarete agllmistir.

Marmaris Fort, which was registered as a protected cultural property, was nationalised
by Turkish Ministry of Culture and Tourism in 1979. The restoration works which began
in 1980 were completed in 1990 and the building was open to visitors on 18th, May 1991.
In time, the need for renovation and renewal works with contemporary museology
standards became relevant and was put into motion by our Ministry in 2011. The fort,
which is used as a museum, has a base floor area of 1.350 m?, outdoor exhibition area of
250 m? and indoor exhibition area of 210 m2.

It has seven closed areas. The cradle vaulted entrance is opening to the inner garden.
The stairs on the right and on left of the courtyard provide access to the city walls. Two
of the closed areas covered with cradle vaults are arranged as archaeology halls. In these
halls and in the garden the stone opuses collected in the region, amphora belonging

to Hellenistic, Roman and Eastern Roman Periods, candles, bottles, figurines made of
cooked soil, various pots and glass opuses, arrow ends, coins and ornamental goods
found in Knidos, Burgaz, Hisarénii excavations are being exhibited.

In the ethnography hall weavings, carpets, rugs, furniture, copper kitchen tools, guns
and ornamental goods are exhibited. The places other than those halls are used as art
gallery, office and storage.

The maintenance, organization-exhibition operations began in 2012 and the museum
was opened to the visitors on 27th September, 2013.
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NEVSEHIR HACI BEKTAS-I VELI KULLIYESI

NEVSEHIR HACI BEKTAS-I VELI KULLIYESI SOCIAL COMPLEX

Haci Bektas-1 Veli Kiilliyesi Nadar Avlusu, Dergah Avlusu ve Hazret Avlusu
cevresindeki yapilardan olusmaktadir. Killiyede bulunan tiim yapilar,
fonksiyonlarnina uygun bicimde bu avlulann cevresine yerlestirilmistir. Kiilliyede; As
Evi, Cami, Mihman Evi (Konuk Evi), Meydan Evi, Kiler Evi, Kizilca Halvet (Cilehane),
Haci Bektas-1 Veli Tiirbesi (Pir Evi), Giiveng Abdal Tiirbesi ve Balim Sultan Tiirbesi
bulunmaktadir.

Bu mekanlarda Bektasi Dede, Baba ve dervislerini gosterir fotograflar, keskiiller,
ceraglar, buhurdanliklar, nefirler, teberler, mihiirler, miizik aletleri vb. eserler
sergilenmektedir. Kiilliyenin parsel alani 26.736 m?, sergileme alani 2.300 m2'dir.

Kalem isi onanmi, teshir-tanzim ve ¢evre diizenleme ¢alismalan tamamlanan
miize, 1Aralik 2010 tarihinde yeniden ziyarete agiimistir.

Haci Bektas-1 Veli Kiilliyesi (Social Complex) is made up of build- ings surrounding the
First Courtyard, Dervish Lodge/Second Courtyard, Third Courtyard (Hazret Avlusu). All
buildings included in kiilliye are situated around the courtyards in compliance with their
functions. Kiilliye consists of Public Soup Kitchen, Rest House, Meydan Evi (the room
where initiation and other ceremonies are carried out), Cellar, Cilehane (a small cell
where dervishes have spent long periods in seclusion), and the shrine of Haci Bektas-I
Veli (House of the Master) the tombs of Giiveng Abdal and Balim Sultan.

In these rooms, photographs belong to supreme leaders (dede baba) of Bektashi order
and dervishes, candles, censers, salpinxes, battle-axes, seals, musical instruments etc.
are displayed. Kiilliye is located on a 26.736 m? piece of land with an exhibition area of
2300 m2.

It was reopened to visit following hand-drawn decoration, organization-exhibition and
landscaping works on 1st, December 2010.
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TOKAT LATIFOGLU KONAGI

TOKAT LATIFOGLU MANSION

Tokat il merkezinde yer alan Latifoglu Konagi, 19. yiizyil sivil mimari 6rneklerinden
olup iki kathdir. Zemin katinda sogukluk, iliklik ve sicaklik bélimlerinden olusan
kare planh bir hamam bulunmaktadir. Hamamin yaninda ocakli oturma odalan ve
mutfaga yer verilmistir. icinde bulunan ahsap oymalari ve kalem isi siislemeleri

ile tiriiniin ender 6rneklerinden olan konak, 650 m2 kapali ve 600 m2 agik alana
sahiptir.

Konak; miize-ev olarak projelendirilmistir. Konagin teshir-tanziminde;

doénemini yansitmasi agisindan, o dénemde kullanilan esyalar, yéresel

kiyafetler gibi etnografik malzemeler, ev esyalan, takilar, atesli-kesici silahlar,
porselenler ve elisleri sergilenmektedir. Tokat y6resinin geleneksel yasami
mankenlerle canlandinlimistir. Sofa kismindaki yatay vitrinlerde ise kiigtik eserler
sergilenmektedir.

Onanm ve teshir-tanzim ¢alismalan tamamlanan konak, 18 Eyliil 2012 tarihinde
yeniden ziyarete agilmistir.

Latifoglu Mansion is a two-storey structure situated at the heart of Tokat and is a
notable example of 19th century civil architecture. There is square planned Turkish bath
which includes a cooling room, a warm room and a hot room in the ground floor. Next to
the Turkish bath, a sitting room with an oven and a kitchen can be seen. The mansion
is considered to be one of the rare samples of its type, with wood carvings and hand-
drawn decorations. It covers an indoor area of 650 m2 and outdoor area of 600 m2,

In the organization-exhibition of the mansion, ethnographic items such as tools and
conventional clothes used in that period; household items, accessories, arms, porcelains
and handcrafts are exhibited. Models are used to represent traditional life of Tokat
region. In the horizontal display window, minor objects are displayed.

After completing restoration and organization-exhibition works, it was reopened to visit
on 18th, September 2012.
