INTRODUCTION

Anadolu’nun binlerce yillik tarihsel ve kiiltiirel mirasini banindiran Tiirkiye
miizelerini, diinyadaki olumlu gelismelerle es diizeye getirmek amaciyla
Bakanhgimiz tarafindan son yillarda 6nemli calismalar gerceklestirilmistir.
Ulkemizde miize sayisini artirmak ve mevcut miizelerimizi cagdag miizecilik
anlayisi dogrultusunda yenilemek amaciyla yiiriitiilen calismalar cergevesinde;
13 yeni miize agilmis, 42 miizemiz yenilenmis olup 29 miizemizin yenilenmesine
devam edilmektedir. 27 yeni miizemizin ise uygulama ve proje calismalan
strdirilmektedir.

Gerceklestirilen tiim miize projelerinde gérsellik, bilimsel icerikli bilgilendirme,
teknolojik olanaklan da kullanarak ziyaretci algilanina hitap etme en 6nem
verdigimiz konulann basinda gelmektedir. Miizelerimizde artik teknolojinin biitiin
imkanlanndan faydalanilmakta, dijital sunum teknikleriyle hem ziyaretgiler
interaktif olarak bilgilendiriimekte hem de kdilttirel mirasin farkindaligi saglanmaya
calisilmaktadir. Bu baglamda, Tiirkiye'de ilk kez birgok miizemizde tanitim ve
bilgilendirme amacli olarak interaktif sunum, sanal canlandirma ve hologram gibi
dijital teknolojiler kullaniimistir.

Ulkemizde yer alan mevcut miizelerimizi cagdag miizecilik anlayisi dogrultusunda
yenileyerek ve yeni miizeler agarak, miizeciligimizin diinya standartlarina
ulagmasini saglamak ana hedef imizdir.

In the recent years, Ministry of Culture and Tourism has realized significant projects

to optimize Turkey’s museums housing thousands of years of historical and cultural
heritage. Within the framework of the studies carried out to increase the number of
museums in our country, and to renew our museums in accordance with the present
understanding of contemporary museum; 13 new museums opened its doors, 42
museums went through renovation, 29 museums are still under renovation. The project
and application management processes are still on-going for 27 museums.

In all of our museum projects, we prioritise appealing to the perception of the visitors
by utilising visuals with scientific and technological content delivery techniques.
Nowadays it is possible to take full advantage of technology and by digital presentation
techniques visitors are both informed and contacted interactively. For the first time,
digital technologies such as virtual representation and holograms have been utilized for
introductory and educational purposes in national museums.

It is our main goal to renovate existing museums and build new museums with
contemporary and world-class museology standards.

OSMAN HAMDI BEY (1842 - 1910)

TURKIYE’NiN MUZELERI

Ulkemnizde ilk miize 1846 yilinda Tophane-i Amire Miisiti Fethi Ahmet Pasa
tarafindan istanbul’da harbiye amban olarak kullanilan Aya irini Kilisesi'nde
kurulmustur. 1869 yilinda miizeye Miize-i Himayun (imparatorluk Miizesi) adi
verilerek, midiirliigiine Mekteb-i Sultani 6gretmenlerinden Mr. Edward Goold
getirilmistir. imparatorlugun dogrudan eski eserle ilgili ilk diizenlemesi olan Asar-1
Atika Nizamnamesi (Eski Eserler Kanunu) 1869 yilinda ¢ikanlmistir. Nizamname,
Osmanli topraklannda eski eser aramak isteyenlerin Maarif Nezareti’nden izin
almasi kosulunu getirmis, eski eserlerin yurt disina cikarilamayacagini, ancak

yurt icinde satilabilecegini hiikme baglamistir. 1872 yilinda Miize-i Himayun
mudirligiine Alman Dr. Philipp Anton Dethier atanmis, Dethier zamaninda

Ava irini Kilisesi'nde bulunan eserler Cinili Késk’e tasinmustir. 1874 yilinda ikinci
Asar-1 Atika Nizamnamesi yiiriirliige girmistir. 1881yilinda Osman Hamdi Bey'in
miize miidurliigiine getiriimesiyle birlikte Tiirk mizeciliginde yeni bir ddnem
baslamistir. 1884 yilinda Osman Hamdi Bey'in gayretleri ile cikanlan yeni Asar-i
Atika Nizamnamesi ile eski eserlerin yurt disina ¢ikanimasi yasaklanmistir. Osman
Hamdi Bey, Cinili Késk’tin bahgesine istanbul Arkeoloji Miizesi'ni yaptirmis,

onun déneminde, Konya (1902) ve Bursa (1904) miizeleri kurulmustur. Osmanli
cografyasinda ilk bilimsel kazilara 6ncdiliik eden ve ¢agdas miizecilik anlayisinin

sekillenmesinde dnemli rol oynayan Osman Hamdi Bey'in, 1910 yilinda élimiinden
sonra kardesi Halil Edhem Bey miidiir olmustur. Halil Edhem Bey, 6zellikle Anadolu
miizelerinin gelismesine katkida bulunmus, Tiirk islam Eserleri (1914) ve istanbul
Sark Eserleri Miizesi (1925) onun zamaninda kurulmustur.

Atatiirk, Kurtulug Savasi’'ndan itibaren miizelere bilyiik ilgi gdstermis, birgok
miizenin kurulmasini bizzat saglamis, gercek anlamda Tuirk miizeciliginin
temellerini atmistir. Cumhuriyet'in ilk yillaninda Anadolu’nun birgok ilinde yeni
miizeler agilmis ve mevcutlannin yeniden diizenlenmesiyle miizelerin tilke capinda
yayginlasmasi saglanmistir. Yeni acilan miizeler disinda, tilkemizdeki 6nemli
mimari eserler miizeye cevrilmistir. Cumhuriyet D6nemi’ nin ilk miize binasi olan
Ankara Etnografya Muzesi 1930 yilinda ziyarete agiimistir. 1960’ yillardan itibaren
yeni miize binalarnnin yapimina baslanmistir. 1970'li ve 80'li yillarda gosterilen
ozverili calismalar sonucu miize sayisi ve gesitliligi artis géstermistir. 1983 yilinda
ylriirlige giren 2863 sayili yasa ile 6zel miizelerin kurulmasina olanak saglanmustir.

Glinimiizde aralarnnda Avrupa'da yilin miizesi 6dilini de kazanmis, 188'i
Bakanhgimiza bagli, 182'si Bakanligimiz denetiminde 6zel miize olmak lizere
toplam 370 miize bulunmaktadir. Bunun yaninda Bakanligimiza bagli, diizenlenmig
131 6ren yeri vardir. Sayilan giin gectikce artan miizelerimiz, artik sadece eserlerin
sergilendigi, depolandigi soguk mekanlar olmaktan ¢ikmis, halkin egitimi icin

ulusal ve uluslararasi konferanslarin, seminerlerin diizenlendigi, cesitli sosyal ve
kalturel faaliyetlerin gerceklestirildigi, sergilerin acildigi; bilimsel yayinlann yapildigi,
tlkemizin tanitimina katkida bulunan egitim ve kiiltiir kurumlan haline gelmistir.

Ozellikle son 10 yilda kazanilan ivme ile aralarinda diinyanin en bilyilk mozaik
miizesi olan Gaziantep Zeugma Mozaik Miizesi, Kirgsehir Kaman Kalehdyiik
Arkeoloji Miizesi, Eskisehir Eti Arkeoloji Miizesi, Aydin Miizesi, Tokat Arkeoloji ve
Etnografya Mizesi gibi yeni muzeler acilmis, 50'yi agkin miize cagdas miizecilik
anlayisina gore yenilenmistir.



MUSEUMS OF TURKEY

The first museum in Turkey was founded in 1846 by Tophane-i Amire Marshall Fethi
Ahmet Pasha at Hagia Irene, which was previously used as a military depot in Istanbul.
The museum was later renamed to Miize-i Himayun (Empire Museum) and Mr. Edward
Goold, who had been teaching at Mekteb-i Sultani was assigned as the director of the
museum. Asar-1 Atika Nizamnamesi, the first tangible legislation in regards to ancient
artifacts was passed in 1869. The legislation required all parties to apply for permission
from the Ministry of Education for ancient artifact excavations on Ottoman soil, and
banned overseas sales and relocations while permitting local sales. In 1872, Dr. Philipp
Anton Dethier (German origin) was assigned as the director of Miize-i Himayun. During
his directorate, artifacts from the Hagia Irene were moved to Tiled Kiosk Museum.

In 1874, the second legislation was passed. A new age for Turkish museology began
after Osman Hamdi Bey was assigned as the museum director. He was pivotal in the
preparation of the new legislation for ancient artifacts, which forbade all transactions
and relocations to overseas. Istanbul Archaeology Museum, Konya Museum (1902) and
Bursa Museum (1904) were also built during his directorate. He also played a crucial

role in the first scientific excavations in Ottoman territory as well as the formation of
modern museology standards. Following his passing away, his brother Halil Edhem

Bey took up on the role of director. Halil Edhem Bey was particularly focused on the
development of museums in Anatolia. Istanbul Museum of Turkish and Islam Arts
(1914) and Ancient Orient Museum (1925) were also completed in his period.

Since the War of Independence, Atatiirk paid a great deal of attention to museums
and personally contributed to the foundation of several museums and in real terms
laid the foundations of museology in Turkey. During the early years of the Republic,
numerous museums were made accessible through development and restoration
operations on a national scale. Apart from founding of new museums, several key
architectural buildings were converted to museums. Ankara Ethnographic Museum,
the first museum of the Republic, was open to visitors in 1930. During 1960s, several
museums were built from ground up. Due to the careful and meticulous works during
1970s and 80s, there was an influx in the number and versatility of museums. The 1983
bill (Number 2863) allowed private museums to be built.

Today, there are a total number of 370 museums, 188 of which are affiliated to our
Ministry and 182 of which are private museums that are inspected by our Ministry
including the Council of Europe Museum Prize winner museums. In addition to these,
there are 131 ruins that are affiliated to our Ministry. The museums that grow in
number day by day are no longer alienating and cold spaces, but are structures that
host conferences, seminars, social and cultural events, exhibitions, publications for the
education and advancement of the public.

The momentum that has been generated in the past decade has allowed us to restore
over 50 museums and construct several new ones including Gaziantep Zeugma Mosaic
Museum the world’s biggest mosaic museum, Kirsehir Kaman Kalehéyiik Archaeology
Museum, Eskisehir Eti Archaeology Museum, Aydin Museum, Tokat Archaeology and
Ethnography Museum.
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AKSARAY MUZESI

AKSARAY MUSEUM

1969 yilinda sehir merkezinde bulunan Zinciriye Medresesi’nde kurulan Aksaray
Miizesi, 2006 yilinda yeni binasina tasinarak hizmet vermeye baslamistir. Aksaray
Miizesi 2.000 m? kapali alaniyla toplam 12.000 m?'lik bir yiiz 6lgiime sahiptir.

Miize'de; Jeolojik donemlere ait hayvan fosilleri ile cesitli toprak ve tas 6rnekleri,
Neolitik Donem’e ait Asiklihdyiik eserleri, Musular ve Orta Kalkolitik Donem
yerlesmesi Giivercinkayasi kazilanndan cikarilan eserler sergilenmektedir. Ayrica
Acemhdyiik kazilarindan gelen eserler sergilenmektedir.

Mumyalar Salonu’nda ise, Aksaray yakinlarinda bulunan ve daha ¢ok 10-13.
yiizyillara tarihlendirilen, Canli Kilise'nin iginde ve cevresinden ¢ikanlan gocuk ve
yetiskin mumyalarinin yaninda bir kediye ait mumya sergilenmektedir.

2012 yilinda teshir-tanzim ve gevre diizenleme ¢alismalarina baslanan miizenin,
2014 yilinda yeniden ziyarete acilmasi planlanmaktadir.

The museum is located in Zincirli District of Aksaray; was built in 1969 in Zinciriye
Madrasah and has been active since moving to a newer location in 2006. It provides a
2.000 m? indoor space and 12.000 m? space in total.

It provides access to animal fossils and soil and rock samples belonging to different
geological periods; Asiklihdyiik artifacts from the Neolithic era, artifacts from Musular
and from the middle Chalcolithic era which were unearthed during the Giivercinkayasi
excavations. Additionally, artifacts from Giivercinkayasi excavations are also exhibited.

In the mummy exhibition hall, adult and child mummies, as well as a mummified cat
(from Canh Church excavations) is exhibited and is considered to date back to as early as
the 10th-13th centuries.

Upon the completion of restoration, organization-exhibition operations in 2012, the
museum is planned to reopen its doors in 2013.






ANKARA ANADOLU MEDENIYETLERI MUZESI

ANKARA MUSEUM OF ANATOLIAN CIVILIZATIONS

Anadolu Medeniyetleri Miizesi, “Atpazan” olarak isimlendirilen semtte, Ankara
Kalesi'nin dis duvarinin giineydogu kiyisinda, yeni islev verilerek diizenlenmis
iki Osmanli yapisinda yer alir. Bu yapilardan biri Mahmut Pasa Bedesteni, digeri
Kursunlu Han'drr.

Bedestenin, Fatih Donemi basvezirlerinden Mahmut Pasa tarafindan 1464-

1471 yillannda yaptinldigi tahmin edilmektedir. Kursunlu Han, Fatih Dénemi
basvezirlerinden Mehmet Pasa’nin istanbul’'un Uskiidar semtindeki imaretine vakif
olarak yaptinlmustir.

Ankara'da ilk miize, 1921 yilinda kalenin “Akkale” olarak isimlendirilen burcunda
kurulmustur. Ataturk'tn telkinleriyle merkezde bir “Eti Mizesi” kurma fikrinden
hareket edilerek, Mahmut Pasa Bedesteni ve Kursunlu Han onarlmis ve miize
binasi olarak kullanlmistir. 1938 yilindan 1968'e kadar devam eden restorasyon
calismasi sonucunda, mize yapisi son seklini almistir. Bugiin Kursunlu Han idari
bina, Mahmut Pasa Bedesteni ise teshir salonu olarak kullaniimaktadir.

Miize, 3.054 m? kapali sergi alani, miize satis magazasl, cocuk etkinlik salonu
(Mahmut Pasa Bedesteni), 1764 m2 idari birimler, depo, kiitiiphane, yemekhane gibi
(Kursunlu Han) kullanim alanina sahiptir. Arsa alani 13.126 m?, toplam ingaat alani
ise 4.818 m2'dir.

Miize'nin onanm, teshir-tanzim ve cevre diizenleme ¢alismalaninin
tamamlanmasindan sonra 2014 yilinda ziyarete agiimasi planlanmaktadir.

The Museum of Anatolian Civilizations is located on the south side of Ankara Castle
in the “Atpazan” area in Ankara, Turkey. It consists of the old Ottoman Mahmut Pasa
bazaar storage building, and the Kursunlu Han.

The structure is estimated to be ordered by Mahmut Pasa (of Mehmed Il Period) during
1464-1471. Kursunlu Han was also ordered by one of the senior viziers of the same
period, Mehmet Pasa, in the Uskiidar district of Istanbul.

Ankara’s first museum was built in the “Akkale” region in 1921. Because of Atatiirk’s

desire to establish a museum, the buildings were bought, restored into a museum. The
museum'’s restoration works continued until 1968. Today, Kursunlu Han is utilized as an
administrative building, whereas the bazaar storage building is used as exhibition halls.

The museum has an indoor exhibition area, sales unit and activity hall for children which
approximates to 3.054 m2 The administrative offices, storage room, library, and dining
hall cover an area of 1.764 m2. The total parcel land is 13.126 m? and the construction
areas are about 4.800 m2.

After the completion of restoration, organization-exhibition and landscaping
operations, the museum is planned to reopen in 2014.

BARTIN AMASRA MUZESI

BARTIN AMASRA MUSEUM

Antik bir yerlesim merkezi olmasi sebebiyle sik sik tasinabilir eski eserlerin ortaya
¢ikmasi, Amasra'ya bir miize kurulmasini zorunlu kilmistir. 1955 yilinda ilk miize
kurulmus ve Belediye binasinda kiigiik bir salonda faaliyete gegmistir. Ancak
zamanla Amasra'ya yeni bir miize yapilmasi ihtiyaci dogmustur. insasina 1884'te
Bolu Mutasarnfi ismail Kemal Bey tarafindan baslanan, ancak yanm kalan Bahriye
Mektebi, 1975 yilinda Bakanligimizca satin alinmis ve 1976 yilinda onarimina
baslanmistir. 1982 yilinda onanmi tamamlanarak ziyarete agilmistir. Daha sonra
cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak yenilenmesi gereken miizenin projeleri
Bakanhgimizca hazirlanmustir.

Tek katli miizenin zemin oturum alani 970 m2'dir. Miize'nin 200 m?'si teshir salonu,
600 m?'si ise bahge diizenlemesinden olusmaktadir. kisi arkeolojik, ikisi etnografik
olmak tizere dort adet teshir salonu bulunmaktadir. Eserlerin biiyiik balimi
Amasra ve yakin ¢evresinden derlenmistir.

Onanm ve teshir-tanzim galismalarina 2014 yil icinde baslanacak miizenin, 2015
yilinda ziyarete acilmasi planlanmaktadir.

It has been felt as an obligation to establish a museum in Amasra, as this city is a centre
of archaic settlements and rich in terms of historical monuments. The first museum
was built in 1955, and began its activities in a small room in the Town Hall. But still,
there was the need to build a new museum in Amasra. Bahriye School, the construction
of which was started by the Bolu Governor, Mr. ismail Kemal, in 1884, was bought by our
Ministry in 1975, and its construction was completed in 1976. The building was opened to
visitors in 1982 upon the completion of restoration operations.

The museum has 4 exhibition halls, two of which are archaeological and two of which
are ethnographic halls. Most of the monuments in the exhibition halls were collected
from Amasra and its surroundings.

Upon the completion of restoration, organization-exhibition operations in 2014, the
museum is planned to reopen in 2015.

GAZIANTEP ARCHAEOLOGY MUSEUM

1944 yilinda kurulan miize; énce Nuri Mehmet Pasa Camii’nde hizmet vermis,

1969 yilinda ise miize olarak yapilan binasina tasinmistir. Zeugma antik kentinde
gerceklestirilen kazilar sonucunda giin 1s1gina gikanlan mozaikler sebebi ile yeni
miize binasina ihtiya¢ duyulmus ve 2005 yilinda eski binaya bitisik olarak yeni
miize binasi faaliyete gecirilmistir. 2011 yilinda miizedeki mozaiklerin diinyanin

en biiylik mozaik miizesi olan Zeugma Mozaik Miizesi'ne taginmasindan sonra,
mevcut arkeoloji miizesinin cagdas miizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak Bakanhgimiz
tarafindan yeniden projeleri hazirlanmustir.

Miizede Diiliik Magarasi'nda bulunmus olan ve tarihi 600 bin yil énceye (Paleolitik
Cag'a) uzanan tas aletler basta olmak iizere, Neolitik, Kalkolitik, Erken Tunc Cagi,
Hurri, Hitit, Pers, Yunan, Roma, Dogu Roma ve Osmanli Dénemi'ne ait eserler
kronolojik olarak sergilenmektedir.

Miizenin kapali teshir alani 2.900 m2 agik teshir alani ise 450 m2'dir.
Bodrum+zemin+1. kattan olusan miizede 21 adet teshir salonu bulunmaktadir.
Miize’nin arsa alani 4.200 m2, zemin oturum alani ise 2.200 m?'dir.

2012 yilinda onanm, teshir-tanzim ve gevre diizenleme galismalarina baslanan
miizenin, 2014 yilinda yeniden ziyarete agilmasi planlanmaktadir.

The museum was initially opened to visitors in conjunction to Nuri Mehmet Pasa
Mosque in 1944, and consequently moved to a brand new museum building in 1969. Due
to the collection of mosaics, most of which were excavated from the ancient Roman
city site of Zeugma, a new museum building was added to the existing museum in
2005. After the relocation of said mosaics to Zeugma Mosaic Museum, one of the
world’s biggest mosaic museums plans to renovate and restore Gaziantep Archaeology
Museum with contemporary museology standards were put into motion.

Some of the most ancient findings of Anatolia are the stone tools found in Diliik cave.
The history of these tools goes back to 600 thousand years ago, to the Palaeolithic
Period. The region has the traces of the Hurri, Hittite, Persian, Greek, Roman, Eastern
Roman Period and Islamic Civilizations.

The museum has an indoor exhibition area of 2.900 m2 and outdoor exhibition area
of 450 m2. It consists of three floors (basement, entrance and first floor) and includes
21 exhibition halls. The parcel land covers an area of 4.200 m2 with a base floor area of
2.200 m2.

Maintenance, organization-exhibition and landscaping operations will begin in 2012,
and the museum is planned to be reopened in 2014.

istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri, istanbul’un Sultanahmet Semti'nde, Giilhane
Parki'ndan Topkapi Sarayr’'na cikan Osman Hamdi Bey yokusunda yer almaktadir.
isminin cogul olarak kullaniimasinin nedeni, idaresi altinda Arkeoloji Miizesi,

Eski Sark Eserleri Miizesi ve Cinili Kdsk Miizesi olmak tizere li¢ ayn miizeyi
bulundurmasidir.

Arkeolog, ressam ve miizeci Osman Hamdi Bey'in istegi tizerine Cinili Kosk'tin
karsisina dénemin tinlii miman Alexandre Vallaury tarafindan insa edilen ve Miize-i
Himayun (imparatorluk Miizesi) olarak kurulan istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri, 13
Haziran 1897'de ziyarete agilmustir. istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri, Tiirkiye'nin ilk
miizesi olma dzelliginin yani sira, diinyada, dénemi itibanyla miize olarak insa
edilmis ilk 8-10 miize binasi arasinda yer almaktadir.

Cesitli kiltiirlere sahip bir milyonu askin eseriyle bugiin de diinyanin en biiyiik
miizeleri arasinda seckin yerini korumakta olan istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri, 1993
yilinda Avrupa’da yilin Miizesi segilerek “Avrupa Konseyi Miize Odiilii”nii almigtir.

Ana Miize Binasi'nin; zemin oturum alani 4.764 m2, kapali insaat alani, 9.000

m?, sergileme alani ise 6.656 m2'dir. Sark Eserleri Miizesi'nin; zemin oturum alani
1.269 m2, kapali ingaat alani, 1.688 m2, sergileme alani ise 912 m2'dir. Cinili Kosk
Miizesi'nin; zemin oturum alani 1.000 m2, kapali ingaat alani, 1.500 m2, sergileme
alani ise 1.000 m2'dir. istanbul Arkeoloji Miizeleri'nin toplam insaat alani 12.188
m2'dir.

Zaman iginde cagdas muizecilik anlayisina uygun olarak yenilenmesi gereken
miizenin, 2009 yilinda Bakanligimiz ile TURSAB arasinda imzalan protokol
kapsaminda projeleri hazirlanmis, 2011 yilinda miize ziyarete kapatilmadan
yenileme ¢alismalarnina baslanmistir. Giiglendirme, onanm, teshir-tanzim ve cevre
diizenleme calismalan tamamlanarak 2014 yilinda yeniden ziyarete acilmasi
planlanmaktadir.

The istanbul Archaeological Museums, a museum affiliated to the Ministry of Culture and
Tourism, is located in Istanbul’s Sultanahmet district, on the Osman Hamdi Bey slope
connecting the Giilhane Park with the Topkapi Palace. Its name is plural, since there are
three different museums under the same administration: The Archaeological Museum,
the Ancient Orient Museum (Eski Sark Eserleri Miizesi) and Tiled Kiosk Museum (Cinili
Késk Miizesi).

The istanbul Archaeological Museum, which was built against the Tiled Kiosk by the then
famous architect Alexander Vallaury on the request of Osman Hamdi Bey, was opened to
visits on 13th, June 1891.

The istanbul Archaeological Museums, apart from being the first museum in the Republic
of Turkey, is also one of the 10 most important world-class museums designed and used
as a museum building.

The Istanbul Archaeological Museums, which is housing various artifacts from
civilizations that had left their traces to different periods of the history, was selected as
the museum of the year in Europe and received “Council of Europe Museum Prize”.

The main building has a base floor area of 4.764 m?, indoor construction area of 9.000

m? and exhibition area of 6.656 m2. The Ancient Orient Museum has a base floor area of
1.269 m?, indoor construction area of 1.688 m? and exhibition area of 912 m2.

Tiirk ve islam Eserleri Miizesi, Tiirk ve islam Sanati eserlerini topluca kapsayan ilk
Tiirk mizesidir. Miize-i Himayun Miidiirii Osman Hamdi Bey'in baskanliginda
kurulan komisyonun ¢alismalari 1913 yilinda tamamlanmis ve miize, Mimar Sinan'in
en 6nemli yaprtlanndan biri olan Stileymaniye Cami Kdilliyesi icinde yer alan imaret
binasinda 1914'te “Evkaf-i islémiye Miizesi” (islam Vakiflan Miizesi) adi ile ziyarete
acimistir.

Cumbhuriyetin ilanindan sonra “Tiirk ve islam Eserleri Miizesi” adini alip 1983
yilinda bugiin iginde bulundugu ibrahim Pasa Sarayr’'na taginmistir. Kanuni Sultan
Siileyman tarafindan Sadrazami ibrahim Pasa'ya hediye edilen saray, 16. yiizyil
Osmanli sivil mimarisinin 6nemli yapilanndan biridir.

Tiirk ve islam Eserleri Miizesi'nde; islam sanatinin en erken déneminden 20. yiizyila
uzanan bir cizgide, Emevi, Abbasi, Kuzey Afrika (Magrip), Endiiliis, Fatimi, Selcuklu,
Eyyubi, ilhanli, Memluk, Timurlu, Beylikler, Safavi, cesitli Kafkas iilkeleri ve tabi

ki Osmanl Dénemi eserlerini barindiran zengin bir koleksiyon sergilenmektedir.
Eserlerin cogunlukla geldikleri yerin bilinmesini saglayan vakif kayitlan nedeniyle de
biiyiik bir belge degeri tagimaktadir.

Miize'nin toplam 4.724 m? kapali insaat alani, 2.500 m?2 kapali teshir alani, 3.800
m? acik teghir alani, 650 m2 depo alani ve 1.574 m2 kafeterya, satis magazalan ve
gecici sergi salonlan olmak tizere toplam 8.524 m2 oturum alani bulunmaktadir.

Istanbul Museum of Turkish and Islamic Arts is the first Turkish museum covering the
Turkish and Islamic art works wholly. The establishment works that have been started
at the end of the 19th century have been completed in 1913 and the museum has been
opened for visit in the soup kitchen building located in Siileymaniye Mosque complex,
which is one of the most important works of Mimar Sinan, with the name of “Evkaf -1
islamiye Miizesi” (Islamic Foundations Museum).

After the announcement of the republic, it has taken the name “Turkish and Islamic
Works Museum” and moved to ibrahim Pasha Palace, which is one of the most
important samples of the 16th century Ottoman civil architecture samples is on the
stages of the historical hippodrome, the history of which goes back to the Roman
Period.

The museum provides a rich collection of works ranging from the early days of Islamic to
20th century and includes Emevi, Abbasid, Magrip, Andulisian, Fatimi, Seljuk, Eyyubi,
Mamluk, Timurid, Safavid, Caucasian and naturally Ottoman pieces. The foundation
register which provides valuable insight to where the pieces came from is also
considered as a valuable historical document.

The museum has a total indoor construction area of 4.724 m2 with an indoor exhibition
area of 2.500 m?, storage area of 650 m?, and 1.574 m? café, sales unit and temporary
exhibition halls. The total area of the museum is 8.524 m2.

Yildiz Sarayi, Besiktas Yildiz'da Bogazici'ne hakim konumdaki tepeleri ve vadileri
kaplayan genis bir alan tizerinde konumlanan, yiiksek duvarlarin cevreledigi
avlular icerisinde Osmanl Saray mimarisinin son dénemini yansitan barok, art
nouveau, neo-klasik gibi cesitli Gisluplarda insa edilmis kdsklerden olusan genis

bir komplekstir. Yildiz Sarayr’nin bulundugu bélge, Kanuni Dénemi’nden (1520-
1566) baslayarak padisahlar icin bir avlanma yeri olmustur. Bu bahceler |. Ahmed
Dénemi'nde (1603-1617) Hadaik-i Hassa, yani padisah bahceleri arasina katild!.
500.000 m’lik koruda 19. ylizyil baslarinda yapilan ilk koska digerleri takip etmistir.
Sarayin bugiinkii vaziyetini almasi ise Sultan Il. Abdiilhamit Dénemi'ne (1876-
1909) rastlar. Sultan Il. Abdiilhamit Yildiz Sarayi’'ni, Dolmabahce Sarayr’'ndan daha
emniyetli kabul etmis ve saltanati siiresince, sehir icinde sehir gibi korunakli olan
bu sarayi resmi dairesi ve haremi olarak kullanmistir.

Istanbul Yildiz Palace is located in Yildiz, Besiktas and covers a large area of hills and
valleys overlooking the Bosphorus and is surrounded by high walls which house various
pavilions and villas that reflect Baroque, Art Nouveau, Neo-Classic influences which are
typical of Late Ottoman Palace architecture. Its surrounding area was used as a hunting
spot for sultans of the Ottoman Empire beginning from Suleiman | (1520-1566) Period.
This area was incorporated to Hadaik-i Hassa (Sultan’s gardens) in Ahmed | (1603-1617)
Period. The vast complex covers an area of 500.000 m? and its first mansion was built in
19th century, which was followed by many other mansions. It was given the name Yildiz
Palace with the buildings constructed during the reign of Sultan Abdulhamit Il (1876-
1909) Yildiz Palace became an administration center and harem which was designed
deemed as a safer location than Dolmabahge Palace and is one of the most outstanding
structures of 19th century Ottoman architecture. Beginning from 1922, the palace was
used by the army forces for a number of tasks and was transferred to our Ministry in
1977. The most exquisite building in the complex is undoubtedly the Great Mabeyn
Pavilion, which was ordered by Abdulaziz and designed by architect Serkis Balyan.
Abdulhamit Il hosted his official meetings, admissions and receptions in this building.

Based on the photographs of the Abdulhamid Il Period, it can be observed that the
current exhibition halls were also used to display art and objects from the palace. It also
includes personal items and gifts that were bestowed upon Abdulhamid Il, as well as
items from the Yildiz Ceramic Workshop.

The base floor area of Great Mabeyn Pavilion is 940 m2 with an indoor construction area
of 2.820 m2.

ziyaretci kapasitesi ve kiiltiirel etkinlikleri ile nadir olan yerel miizelerdendir. ilk
olarak 1929 yilinda Selguk’ta bir depo olusturulmasiyla baslayan miize sireci,
1964 yilinda bugtinkii binanin giiney béliimii ve 1976 yilinda ise kuzey bélimiiniin
yapilmasiyla glinimiize kadar ulagmistir. Ancak zaman icinde ¢agdas miizecilik
anlayisina uygun olarak yenileme ihtiyaci duyulan miizenin projeleri 2011 yilinda
Bakanligimizca hazirlanmistir.

Proje kapsaminda miizede biiyiik bélimii Efes kazilanindan gikanlan St. Jean
Kilisesi, Belevi Mezar Aniti ve yakin ¢evredeki diger 6ren yerlerinden getirilen cok
onemli eserler basta olmak Gizere M.Q. 6. binyildan baslayip Prehistorik, Miken,
Arkaik, Klasik, Helenistik, Roma, Dogu Roma, Selcuklu ve Osmanli dénemlerine
kadar olan eserler, buluntu yerlerine gére diizenlenmis salonlarda tematik ve
kronolojik olarak sergilenmektedir. Miize, arkeoloji ve etnografya (arasta) olmak
tizere iki ana béliimden olugsmaktadir.
